« Irrigation District 05 in Chihuahua will not irrigate in 2025 unless there is abundant rainfall in early summer.
Many of these orchards don’t have wells. Orchards in District 05 without wells will suffer severe damage in
2025 and beyond.

« Orchards without sufficient well water will produce lower volumes and may yield poor quality in 2025,
leading to a reduced return crop in 2026.
